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Cecum is the most distended part. Wave of
pain goes up to the caecum and then
come back. With each wave of pain,
caecum will be distended when it comes
back, the caecum will contract; and in
certain cases the caecum bursis out.
Clinical picture there question must be
kept in mind, and their answers will lead
us fo diagnosis.

1. Isitacase of intestinal obstruction?

2. Is it a large bowel or small gut
obstruction, i. e. is the obstruction in the
color or in small intestine, and is it at
higher level {jejunum) or at lower level
(nearileum}?

3. Isit simple or strangulated or paralytic
obsiruction?

The Diagnosis depends upon:

1. Ourknowledge.

2. History.

3. Investigations.

But, history is mostimportant:

History: will contain the answer to the
three questions.

{i) First question: the answer “Yes” will
depend upon the following points (in
intestinal obstruction).

1. Colickytype of pain, coming in waves.
2. Initial vomit may not show intestinal
obstruction. Few hours of few days after
the initial vomiting, there are repeated
yomiting.

3. There is distension. Distension is
however absent in high gut obstruction.

4, Most important point is constipation,
as nothing is passing beyond the
obstruction.

There is absolute constipation.

Two enema test: To know it, enema is
given (soap water enema); patient will
pass motion and the large intestine is
completely evacuated. After one hour,
another enema is given; the patient will
pass motion to evacuate everything. If this
contains fecal-matter and air, it is not
absolute constipation, it is only partial
constipation,

It is called the two enema lest for absolute
constipation.

If # contains no fecal matter, then it is
absolute constipation; and this will
indicate intestine obsiruction.

Enema solution= 1 fluid dr. of soap
solution to 1 pint of waler. Soap used is
mostly sunlight.

Second question is whether it is large
bowel obstruction or small bowel
obstruction

In large bowel obstruction vomiting is
going to be lale or absent and the
distension is marked on the sides; itis most
evident inthe region of the cecum.

And in small bowel obstruction the
distension is marked in the Centre of the
abdomen around the umbilicus. In it, in
the high ebstruction there is no distension
orvery little distension and vomiting is very
early. In the low obstruction, there is
central distension and the vomiting is late.
When in doubt, always take X-ray; two
pictures are taken, one in the lying
position and the other in the ered
position. The picture in the lying position
will show gas and the piciure in the erecl
position will show fluid and gas; fluid level
will be seen ot different stages it is seen in
advanced causes.

Third question: Whether it is simple or
strangulated.

If we palpate the abdomen, there will be
increased pain over a particular part,
tenderness, pain on pressure, pain on
pressure on the strangulated part. When
we press more hard, there will be more
pain.

Then we suddenly remove our hand, and
ask the patient as to what happened. fhe
feels immediate relief from pain, it is
simple obstruction. If he feels sudden
increase in pain and then relief, it is
strangulated obstruction. It is ocalled
“Rebound tenderness”,

It is very early seen within 24 to 48 hours
dry tongue, sunken eyes, fast and feeble
pulse: 6% of the bady fluid goes out and
still the patient has not vomited out
anything. The fluid collected contains
saliva, secretions of the stomach and
other organs, as liver, pancreas, eic. they
are collected and lost there, and thus the
circle of absorption, expulsion and
reabsorption is topped.

There is no vomiting, but still the patient
suffers from dehydration, because he has
already loss 0% of his body fluids.

{4) Distension:

The symptom of distension is there
because of the fluid and gas collected as a
result of the obsiruction.

The total amount of gas collected in the
intestines is 70% of the air which is
swallowed by us.

When there is pain and we apply the
stethoscope we will hear loud bubble
sounds and they coincide with pain. The
sound is heard with or without the
stethoscope.

2. Strangulated obsiruction:

It is seen in the hemias, intermal or
external; or the bowels get twisted with
bands. It occurs when the addition to the
obstruction to the lumen, there is
obstruction to in flow of blood supply to
that part. Arteries and veins are

compressed, veins are compressed first,
and arteries later; so the tension inside
will increase, part becomes congested
blue blood will collected there, to the
extent of the space it has got.

1. Congestion.

Distension of the bowels. This loop
becomes suddenly distended with blood.
2. Blueness, the part is deprived of
oxygen.

3. Vitality of the part decreases.

4. The walls of the blood vessels
become thin and there is the pouring out
of the blood and getting into the tissues.
5. Tension inside is increased and it
presses the vein to that part and it is
closed.

The incoming of the blood is there, but
there is no drainage of that part as the
veins are compressed first. Gradually,
when the artery is closed, blood supply is
stopped, (the part becomes dead} and
the condition will be very serious.

Clinical picture is almost the same, with
only a little difference from the previous
one. And difference is that here is no
sound heard at all on auscultation and
the pain remains for a few minutes to few
hours. The same process starts here.

1. Pain, colicky pain, but no relief in
between, i. e. there is constant pain on
the part; it however increase with the
wave and decrease when the wave is
gone, but it is never absent

2. Vomiting.

3. Distension.

4, Plus will become bad, quicker, as the
blood is being lost in this area because
there is no drainage, the vein being
compressed.

My son may need orthodontic treatment.Isn't this rather
expensive?

Not necessarily. In Australia, school dental services are provided in all
states for children aged 5 to 12. They concentrate on the prevention and
control of dental disease and the promotion of dental health. They also do
fillings, extractions and minor orthodontic work. If necessary the services
will arrange further specialist treatment at little cost.

In New Zealand, although there is no provision specifically for orthodontic
treatment at a reduced cost, the Health Department, through the school
dental clinics, provides free dental care for all children from the age of two
and a half until they leave intermediate school {usually at 12). Dental
treatment by a dentist is paid for by the Department until the child's
sixteenth birthday; children still attending school after that are entitled to
free treatment for a further two years-until they reach 18.

Ledum: Arthritis that starts in lower joints
and extends to higher ones may respond to
this remedy. Pain and inflammation often
begin in the toes and spread upward to the
ankles and knees. The joints may also make
cracking sounds. Ledum is strongly
indicated when swelling is significant and
relieved by cold applications.
Pulsatilla: If the arthritis pain is changeabls
in cuality, or flare-ups move from place to
place, and gentle motions relieves the pain,
this remedy may ke useful. The symptoms
{and the person} feel worse from warmth,
and better from fresh air and cold
applications. People who need this remedy
usually are emotional and affectionate,
sometimes having tearful moods.
Rhododendron: This remedy iz strongly
indicated if swelling and soreness flare up
before a storm, and continues until the
weather clears. Cold and dampness
aggravate the symptoms. Discomfort is
often worse toward eaxly momming, or after
staying still too long. The person feels better
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m warmth and gentle motion, and also after
aating.

Rhus tox: arthritis, with pain and stiffness
that is worse in the morning and woerse on
first motion, but better from continued
movement, may be helped with this remedy.
Hot baths or showers, and warm
applications improve the stiffness and
1elieve the pain. The condition is worse In
cold, wet weather. The person may feel
extremely restless, unable to find a
comfortable position, and need to keep
moving constantly. Continued motion also

helps torelieve anxiety.

Ruta grav: arthritis with a feeling of great
gtiffness and lameness, worse from cold and
damp and worse fiom exertion, may be
helped with this remedy. Tendons and
capsules of the joints can be deeply affected
or damaged. The arthritis may have
developed after overuse, or from repeated
wear andtear.
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homoeopathy we focus on individual
symptoms, which vary greatly, rather than a
named or diagnosed condition

There are several homoeopathic remedies
that can txeat arthritis effectively, and some
of these are listed below. Self-treatment is
posgible, and there are some "broad formula'
products for arthritis. But these are generally
effective only for treating acute bouts of pain
rather than the underlying cause of the
disease.

But with such a difficult disease,
professional homoeopathic treatment is
1equired if you are looking for deeper, longer-
lasting relief from the pain.

Arnilea: Chronic arthritis with a feeling of
bruising and screness. The painful parts feel
worge from being moved or touched. (BM
Rhus Tox ointments may also help to soothe
arthritic pain when applied externally to
areas of inflammation and soreness)

Aurum met: Wandering pains in the
muscles and joints that are better from
motion and warmth, and worse at night.
Desp pain may be felt in the limbs when the

person trieg to sleep, or discomfort may
wake the person up. People who need this
remedy are often serious and focused on
work or career, with a tendency to feel
depressed.

Bryonla: This remedy can be helpful for
stiffness and inflammation with tearing or
throbbing pain, made worse by even the
smallest motion. The condition may have
developed gradually, and is worse in cold
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dry weather. Discomfort iz aggravated by
being touched or bumped, or from any
movement. Pressure brings relief (if it
stabilises the area) and improvemsent also
comes from rest. The person may want to
move, but has to stay completely still and
not be interfered with.

Calcarea carbonica: This remedy may be
useful for deeply aching arthritis involving
node formation around the joints.
Inflammation and soreness are worse fiom
cold and dampness, and problems may be
focused on the knees and hands. Weakness
in the muscles, easy fatigue from exertion,
and a feeling of chilliness or sluggishness
are common. A person who needs Calcarea
is often solid and responsible, but tends to
become extremsly anxious and
overwhelmed when ill or overworked.
Causticum: This remedy may be indicated
when deformities develop in the joints, in a
person with a tendency toward tendon
pIioblems, muscle weakness, and
contractures. The hands and fingers may be
most affected, although other joints can also
be involved. Stiffness and pain are worse
from being cold, and relief may come with
warmth. A person who needs this remedy
often fesls best in rainy weather and worse
when the days are clear and dry.

Calcarea fluorlca: This remedy is often
imdicated when arthritic pains improve with
heat and motion. Joints become enlarged
and hard, and nodes or deformities develop.
Arthritis after chronic injury to joints alsoc
1esponds to Calcarea fluorica.

Dulcamara: If arthritis flares up during cold
damp weather, or after the person gets
chilled and wet, this remedy may be
indicated. People needing Dulcamara are
often stout, with a tendency toward back
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fever, gland swelling (swollen lymph nodes),
weight loss, fatigue, feeling unwell, and
even symptoms from abnormalities of
organs such as the lungs, heart, or kidneys.
Who is affected by arthritis?

Arthritis sufferers inclide men and women,
children and adults. Approximately 350
million peopls worldwide have arthritis,
How is arthritis diagnosed, and
why diagnosis is important?

The first step in the diagnosis of arthritiz is a
mesting between the doctor and the patient.
The doctor will review the history of
symptoms, examine the joints for
inflammation and deformity, as well as ask
questions about or sxamine other parts of
the body for inflammation or signs of
diseases that can affect other body areas.
Furthermore, certain blood, urine, joint fluid,
and/or X-ray tests might be ordered. The
diagnosis will be based on the pattern of
symptoms, the distribution of the inflamed
joints, and any blood and X-ray findings.
Several visits may be necessary before the
doctor can be certain of the diagnosis. Many
forms of arthritis are more of an annoyance
than sericus. However, millions of people
suffer daily with pain and disability from
arthritis or its complications.

Earlier and accurate diagnosis can help to
prevent irreversible damage and disability.
Properly guided programs of exercise and
rest, medications, physical therapy, and
surgery options can idealize long-term
outcomes for those with arthritis,

It should be noted that both before and
especially after the diagmosis of arthritis,
communication with the treating doctor is
essential for optimal health. Thizg is
important from the standpoint of the doctor,
so that he/she can be aware of the vagaries
of the patient's symptoms as well as their
tolerance of and acceptance of treatments. It
is important from the standpoint of patients,
sothat they can be assured that they have an
understanding of the diagmosis and how the
condition does and might affect them. It is
also crucial for the safe use of medications.

What is arthritis? What causes
arthritis?

Arthritis is a joint disorder featwring
inflammation. A joint is an area of the body
where two different bones meet. A joint
functions to move the body parts connected
by its bones. Arthritis literally means

Arthritis is frequently accompanied by joint
pain. Joint pain is referred to as arthralgia.
There are many types of arthritis (over 100
identified, and the number is growing). The
types range from those related to wear and
tear of cartilage (such as ostecarthritis} to
thoee associated with inflammation
resulting from an overactive immune system
{such as rtheumatoid arthritis).
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The causes of arthritis depend on the form of
arthritis. Causges include injury (leading to
osteoarthritis), metabolic abnormalities
{such as gout and pseudogout), hereditary
factors, the direct and indirect effect of
infections (bacterial and viral}, and a
misdirected immune system with
autoimmunity (such as in rheumatoid
arthritis and systemic lupus
erythematosus).

Arthritis is classified as one of the rheumatic
diseases. These are conditions that are
different individual illnesses, with differing
features, treatments, complications, and
prognoses. They are similar in thet they
have atendency to affect the joints, muscles,
ligaments, cartilage, and tendons, and
many have the potential to affect other
internal body areas.

What are risk factors for arthritis?
The major risk factors for most forms of
arthritis are genes that are inherited from
ancestors. Trauma-related arthritis is
related to the risk of injury from specific
activitiez.

What are arthritis symptoms and
signs?

Symptoms of arthritis include pain and
limited function of joints. Inflammation of
the joints from arthritis is characterized by
joint stiffness, swelling, redness, and
warmth. Tenderness of the inflamed joint
can be present.

Many of the forms of arthritis, because they
are rheumatic diseasges, can cause
symptoms affecting various corgans of the
body that do not directly involve the joints.
