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pressure upon the umbilicus and
apply sticking plaster, change it after every
second or third week; apply it for about 6
weeks; and in the majority of cases, it will
be cured by this method. If it does not cure
then surgery is needed to correct the
deformity. Umbilical hernia occurs in the
infants only.

Para-umbilical hernia:

In adults, it never starts at the site of
the navel; it starts by the side of the navel,
so it is called Para-umbilical hernia. It
always occurs in adults and never in
children or infants; and umbilical hernia
occurs always in infants and never in
adults unless it is present from the birth.
Incisional hernia:

t may occur after the operation
anywhere in the body.

Incisional hernia:

It is the hernia which occurs in the
region of the inguinal canal. Pubic bone
and ilium are joined with a ligament. The
abdominal muscle has 3 layers and there
is space in between them. At the pubic
bone there is an opening called the
external ring in the outermost layer. On
the inner most side 1/2" to 1" above the
mid- inguinal point, there is another
opening known as the internal ring. There
is no muscle between the two rings, but
there is a space or tube connecting the two
rings, and this. Space or tube is known as
the inguinal canal. So inguinal canal is the
space connecting the two rings.

Testes are developing in the region of
the kidneys and they travel down from the
kidneys through the internal ring, inguinal
canal, external ring and then out to the
scrotum. This takes place in the 9th month
of pregnancy in the intra uterine cavity, i.e.
just before or after birth; it is mostly
distended before birth.

In females, no such thing happens, so
the tube in their case is very small. Thus
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inguinal hernia occurs in males only. The
peritoneal fold comes into the scrotum
and it remains there as cavity.

Normally this inguinal space is
blocked and so, no hernia should take
place; and it becomes a very small cord.
This part which remains is called the
Tunica-Vaginitis; it is the covering of the
testis. Collection of fluid in this part is
called Hydrocele.

If some defect Occurs and the
development is not complete, the space
remains open and it does not get fibrosed;
the fluid is collected; when the child lies
down, the fluid goes back and when he
walks or moves, the fluid is again
collected; this process goes on and this
condition is called the Congenital
Hydrocele: It is seen in infants.

When the protrusion is with the fluid, it
is called the congenital Hydrocele and
when it is the intestine in place of fluid it is
called the infantile hernia.

If some defect occurs, the space
(Tunica-Vaginitis) is' blocked from above
and below, and in between it does not get
fibrosed. As the child develops, the defect
remains the same; when he coughs or
develops, whooping cough or lifts a heavy
weight, suddenly the adhesion opens, the
intestine comes down and suddenly a
swelling appears after lifting a heavy
weight; it is called the congenital hernia
though it is occurring in an adult.

It appears suddenly and is complete
from the beginning.

Acquired hernia develops slowly over
a period of months. Due to the constant
increase in the pressure .and weakness of
the muscles, the peritoneal wall goes on
bulging and increasing in size: it is usually
preceded by pain where the cause of the
pain in the region of the internal ring is not
known. ltis slow in development.

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HOMOEOPATHIC TREATMENT
Before Surgery & After surgery

Constipation is due to hard stool.

The intestinal obstruction is Acute, Sub-
acute and chronic.

In acute obstruction, the onset is sudden.
Sub-acute condition is usually seen in
tubercular stricture; some solid matter
sticks in there and obstructs the lumen;
when the solid matter passes off, the
patient feels right.

The chronic condition appears due to the
narrowing of the lumen; there is
progressive constipation which is relieved
by repeated purgatives.

In the subacute case case, when the attack
subsides and the constipation is there, it
becomes chronic.

Treatment:

In all case of intestinal obstruction, in the
early stages, conservative treatment, i. e.
non-operative treatment is essential. It
has been seen that in a number of cases,
the obstruction gets relieved with the
conservative treatment. It is more so in
sub-acute or chronic cases where the
history indicates that the pain in there
which is relieved when the flatus is passed
and son on.

In such cases, continue the conservative
treatment for some time; and it has to be
done in the hospital under the strict
supervision and observation.
HOMOEOPATHIC REMEDIES

Nux Vomica, Opium and Plumbum are the
main remedies.

Nux Vomica:

Colic from indigestion, with water brash;
worse after coffee, brandy or overeating;
flatulent colic, with pressure upward,
causing dyspnea, and downward, causing
urging to stool and urination; periodical
colic before breakfast or after meals; colic
from suppressed haemorrhoidal flow;
cannot bear his clothes tight around the
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hypochondria; painful soreness of the
abdominal muscles when moving
pressing on them, coughing or laughing;
obstinate constipation; hard stool; cold
hands and cold feet during the
paroxysms, or even stupefaction unto
unconsciousness; aggravation by
walking; relief by bending double, by
rest, sitting or lying; violent pains in the
small of the back and loins, violent
headache; thin, yellow, very badly-
smelling stools.

Opium:

Colic with great pressure downward
upon rectum and bladder, without any
faecal discharge or passing of urine or
flatus; flatulence accumulates in upper
portion of the bowels, causing
abdominal distension, especially in
umbilical region, with reverse peristaltic
motion, belching and vomiting; bowels
seem perfecily closed, but there is
constant urging to defaecate and to
urine; cutting; pressive twisting pain;
great deal of belching without relief.
Painter's colic.

Plumbum:

Intense paroxysms of a shooting
character, the intervals being filled up
with continued sense of griping and
cramping; great constipation but no
flatulence, tenesmus of bladder or
retention or urine, retraction of
abdominal walls and the clawing twisting
pain radiate upward to chest and
downward to the pubes; vomiting, slight
icterus; slow, full and hard pulse;
abdomen hard as a stone and drawn into
the spine as if by a string; knots in recti-
muscles; anguish with cold sweat and
deathly faininess; worse evening and
night, better from rubbing or hard
pressure. Delirium alternating with colic,
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My daughter told me that two of her school friends
had a sealant put on their teeth. Can you tell me what
a sealantis?

A sealant is a clear or lightly shaded plastic coating that is applied to
children’s teeth, usually up to the age of 15. The purpose of the
preparation is to seal the biting surfaces of the back molar teeth so that
food and bacteria cannot get caught in the tiny grooves in the teeth and
erode the enamel covering. In a child’s mouth, in which new teeth are
forming, the biting surfaces are particularly vulnerable to decay and the
sealant material does a good job of keeping bacteria out. If you decide to
have this done to your daughter, your dentist will carefully clean each
tooth to be coated and then etch it with a mild acid wash so that the
sealant sticks. The sealant is then painted on. The treatment generally
lasts several years, but her teeth should be checked regularly to see if the
coating should be reapplied.

Gonococcal & Non Gonococcal
An inflammation of the urethra is often
accompanied by pain and difficulty with
urination, frequency of urination and a
discharge, which may be especially
evident in the mornings. It often
produces more severe symptoms in men
than in women due to the nature of the
individual genital tracts. In females, it
often accompanies infections of the
vagina.

Most often the infecting agent is bacterial
and/or chlamydia, which if left untreated
will spread to other areas of the genital
urinary tract and may cause sterility. As a
rule, if one partner is infected, so is the
other even though they do not have
symptoms. Persistent infections, which
do not respond to treatment, must be
evaluated by a physician in order to
prevent further transmission, scarring
and sterility.

Agnus castus (3)

3. TOOTH DECAY:
A tooth decays and becomes black and
corroded due to the unchecked destructive
action of bacteria, when the tooth is unable
to repel them as it normally should.
The health and strength of teeth depends a
lot on the state of the gums. If the gums are
healthy and strong, teeth too will be healthy
and well able to repulse the bacteria that
are constantly prone to multiply when left
over food particles get stuck in cavities and
putrefy.
The bacteria attack by forming a corrosive
acid which eats into the tooth, but in a
healthy mouth this acid is continuously
removed. Saliva washes it down the tract,
where it is neutralised and thrown out with
all the other toxins. But where the gums are
weak, teeth also lose resistance, and decay
occurs.
Sometimes, especially in the case of central
cavities in molars, the infection might
originally have begun in the gums near the
root of the tooth, then travelled up the
inside pulp of the tooth, settling somewhere
in the middle or close to the top. There they
multiplied and destroyed, till the top of the
tooth blackened and fell in.
In some people, there is a constitutional
weakness and related nutritional disorder,
which causes rapid and frequent decay of
teeth. This constitutional tendency has to be
gradually rectified. But apart from this the
cause of tooth decay can also be traced to
digestive dysfunctions, as they are
considered to be the root cause of poor
immunity. Bad eating habits and careless
oral hygiene compound the problem.
